STUDENTS REMAINING AT THE SCHOOL:

 In the event of an emergency school closure or if buses 
are CANCELLED, all exams will be moved forward to the 
next day. (e.g. if buses do not run on Monday, Monday’s 
exams will be written on Tuesday and Tuesday’s exams 
will be moved to Wednesday).

EXAM EXEMPTION: Students eligible for the 
“Demonstration of Learning Exam Exemption” for Open 
Level Courses will be notified of their status on Friday, 
June 12th. Final decision and certificates will be issued 
on Mon.
